Common Questions
Yard Regulations & Accessory Structures

NOTE: These setbacks are based on R-1B One Family Residential Zoning prevalent in much of Valley Center.
Other residential Zoning Districts may have greater setback requirements.

Vehicles not properly licensed or inoperable
must be stored inside or removed from the
premises. Vehicles cannot be parked in the
yard or street right-of-way. Never park in
front of a private driveway.

Nuisance regulations prohibit
garbage or debris from

accumulating on your property.

Tree limbs overhanging sidewalk
or street must be trimmed to a
height of 8 above the sidewalk
or 14%’ above the street surface.

Recreational Vehicle on hard
surface either behind front
yard setback or rear yard.

Shed in backyard requires
Zoning permit if 200 sq.ft.
and building permit if larger

Poois or hot tubs that hold 24” of water
must be enclosed with a 4 fence with a
self-latching gate. A permit is required
to instail in ground pools.
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Deck 30” or more
off ground requires
permit & railings

4’ Max Fence in front
yard 75% open
